The second article is by Dr. Ko and concerns
the ‘Best Eight Places in Manchuria’ poll taken by the publishers of the Dairen Shinbun, a newspaper
published in the Japanese concession of Dairen. The author analyzes the mixed sentiments of Japanese
that had emigrated to Manchuria in the prewar years. Finally, Mr. Tandon’s essay on the American
financial crisis and neo-liberalism is a very timely one reflecting upon the current situation.

The editors believe that these unique papers reflect efforts by the Faculty to approach the various fields
of media research from a global perspective.
