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Editorial Comments

Volume 20 of the Journal of Global Media Studies comprises five articles: two from international
relations, two from linguistics, and one from management. Ito and Uda’s articles on international relations
are sequels to those in Volume 19. The former analyzes the “grand design” of international exchange, while
the latter reports on a workshop held in a seminar class by Atsushi Shibasaki, a GMS faculty member. The
articles on linguistics are by adjunct instructors of English in GMS. Gould and Mohamed’s article examines
the effects of questions by instructors in EFL classes, and Rose’s paper discusses the issues of ethnic
minority writing based on an example of translating a Japanese passage into English. Finally, the
management article by Park is an empirical study comparing consumer ethnocentrism in the U.S., Japan,
China, Korea, and Taiwan.
