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Editorial Comments

Volume 23 of the Journal of Global Media Studies contains five articles that encompass the following
range of topics: ethnic identity and ethnoculturalism, international relations, English language education, and
video editing. Shiramizu begins the volume with a study of the ethnic identity and the ethnoculturalism of
Hawaii’s Uchinanchus via a semi-structured interview. Next, Shibasaki presents an analysis of the works of
Antonio Negri and Michael Hardt within the domain of international cultural relations. Thereafter, Ashwell
conducts a corpus-based investigation into the passive voice presented in junior high school English
textbooks in Japan. Subsequently, Hirai describes a method for editing the length of video clips without
significantly affecting their content. In the final article, Gould evaluates the communicativeness of an
English syllabus and materials of a private institution that provides instruction in a university setting.
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
