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Editorial Comments

Volume 24 of the Journal of Global Media Studies contains four articles that comprise the
following collection of topics: ethnic identity and ethnoculturalism, international relations,
Philippine literature and history, and analysis of an English vocabulary test. Shiramizu begins
this volume with a continuation from the previous volume of his study of the ethnic identity and
the ethnoculturalism of Hawaii's Uchinanchus conducted via a semi-structured interview.
Thereafter, Shibasaki presents a memoir in German of his academic history from the end of the
cold war to the present time that aims to inform German speaking academicians of his
perspectives as an international relations scholar. Subsequently, Quiros examines five major
literary traditions during three historical periods of Philippine history to consider how these
traditions have influenced modern Philippine society and culture. In the final article, Karlin
utilizes Rasch Analysis to investigate the validity of an English vocabulary test developed for
first-year Japanese university students.
